Describe participants, instruments, data collection, and analysis procedures. Ensure that no institution names or geographic identifiers reveal author identity.
4. Results
Present findings in a clear and concise manner. Use tables and figures as appropriate (place them close to their first mention).
5. Discussion
Interpret the results in relation to existing literature. Discuss theoretical, methodological, and practical implications.
6. Conclusions
Summarize the key findings and their significance. Suggest directions for future research.
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
